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Introduction

Thank you for purchasing the Fladen Trolling Motor.

Years of design and engineering have resulted in a personal
outboard trolling motor the gives you 40 or 43lbs to help you
enjoy trolling and fishing.

There are many features incorporated in the sophisticated
design, please take a little time to study the manual to learn
about the features to get the most out of your product.

The motors are sold without batteries; please chose a battery
with 12V output to fit this motor, the red wire is for connecting
the anode, the black wire is for connecting to the cathode, the

wrong connection can damage the motor and cause fire.
Please fix all parts following instructions.

The motor can only be used in water deeper that 0.8m

Warning Information

This is not a life saving device.

Do not leave children unattended while device is in use.

The user must be dressed with a life jacket.

Never dismantle any part of this motor.

Only use this product between -20°C to +45°C (-4F to 113F)
Never replace any parts with parts from other suppliers.
Ensure sufficient battery charge. The battery must be
disconnected and recharged when the display on top starts
showing red.

Never stick body parts, clothing or any other object in the
vicinity of the propeller. Do not wear loose or flowing clothing
or use equipment that could be drawn into the propeller.
Particular care should be exercised when using this item near
any body with long hair. Users with long hair should tie it

back or wear suitable head gear.

Always inspect the area to ensure it is free from hazards such
as boats and swimmers.

Always wear approved floatation devices when using with
watercraft.

Non swimmers should not use watercrafts alone.
Under 14’s should not use this product.
Never use when waves are over 1 meter high.

Never keep the motor running continuously for more than 10
minutes.

Never unfix the product in water or when it is wet.

Never put the upper part (part with handle) in water, if it gets
wet the user must disconnect the battery and try to clean and

dry it.
Never use the motor in waters deeper than 5 metres.

Keep lead wire connection tight and solid to the battery
terminals.

Use 6 gauge wire to extend the power lead.

PlacelStore the battery in a well aired place.

Plug the red cable to the plus terminal of the battery and the
black cable the minus. Wrongly connected cables can lead to
damage of the motor.

IV. To connect the battery:

a. Connect the anode (+) red lead to the anode (+) battery
terminal.

b. Connect the cathode (-) black lead to the cathode (-) battery
terminal.

c. Ensure the battery is fully charged before use, it must be
able to endure 30A working current. 105AH battery is
suggested.

V. Control the direction:

Turn the handle as illustrated to control the direct of your
boat:
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VI. Use the 10 LED Lighted voltage meter to avoid damaging
the battery

There are 10 LED’s on the meter, 7 upper
are green, 3 lowers are LED’s are red,
when all the green LED's are off, it means
the input voltage is lower than 9.5V, you
must turn off the motor and disconnect the
motor from the battery, otherwise it may
cause permanent damage to the battery.
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Replace the propeller:

Then reverse above steps, you can fix the new propeller.

Care and Maintenance

Keep the products clean and dry after use.
Keep the products in the original package.

The control box can only be opened by a professional
engineer.

Do not use in water area with many plants or other
obstructions.

Never connect the wire with wrong electrode.

Disconnect battery during maintenance.

Never leave the motor running continuously over 10 minutes.
Never leave the motor in temperature over 60°C.

Never stop the propeller with strong objects.

Get rid of any weed or other dirt attached to the motor after
use, this cleaning.

To prevent accidental damage when motor is not in use
disconnect the battery.

During periods of prolonged storage lightly coat all metal
parts with silicone spray.

If the edge of the propeller is rough or chipped, restore to
smooth finish by sanding with fine sand paper.

Trouble Shooting

Motor fails to run or lacks power:
Check battery connections for correct polarity.

Make sure terminals are clean and corrosion free use fine
sandpaper or emery cloth to clean both terminals.

Check battery levels. Add water if needed.
Check propellers for line or weeds.
Motor looses power after a short running time:
Check battery charge, if low, restore to full charge.
Motor is hard to steer.
Loosen the steering tension knob on the bracket.

Lubricate the steel shaft
